LINC C ELEBRATES  10 Y EARS

T his past fall marks the celebration of Literacy, 
Inc.'s ten years of building Community Literacy 
Networks in low-income neighborhoods 

throughout New York City and in Hudson and Mt. 
Vernon, New York. 

From the beginning, our work has been grounded 
in two beliefs: that all children can read given 

enough one-on-one 
support, and that 
every community 
has strengths and 
resources that can be 
coordinated around 
early reading success. 
LINC's approach 
is preventive, not 

remedialÐour purpose is to create permanent changes 
in attitude and action to foster the development of early 
literacy skills of a community's children.

We commemorated our 10-year milestone with a bene® t 
event on September 20th honoring LINC founder and 
New York State Regent Emerita Mimi Levin Lieber 

and saluting NYC education 
activist Claire Flom. 

LINC's mission is as vital 
today as when Ms. Lieber 
founded the organization 
in  1996 in  response to 
the low levels of l iteracy 
achievement in many of 
New York City's low-income 
neighborhoods. ! en as now, 
the consequences of low 
reading levels are experienced 
b y  t h e  c o m m u n i t y  i n 
generational cycles of poverty, 

LINC 10-YEAR SNAPSHOT

In our ® rst year, LINC worked with 10 schools in three 
boroughs, targeting, low-income neighborhoods in 
which children's well-being is considered most at risk. 

Now, ten years later, we work with more than 100 
schools in all five boroughs and in Hudson, New 
York. 

Over the years, LINC has collaborated with more than 
600 community partners, including businesses, schools, 
and community-based nonpro® t organizations. 

Our revenue has grown from $300,000 in 1997 to 
$1.3 million in 2007, with strong funding from diverse 
sources including government, corporate, foundation, 
and individual support.

! e  LINC sta"  has grown from an original group of 
four to its current level of 18, with 14 program sta"  
members.

Currently, there are 21 LINC Community Literacy 
Networks (CLNs) through which literacy e" orts are 
catalyzed by nine LINC Coordinators who live in or 
near the communities served.

In this capacity she established 
the organization's strategic partnership with Time 
Warner, helping to create that company's Pro Bono 
Consulting program based on the Taproot model.

University, where she was a Jacob Kaplan Scholar.

! r ough LINC's work, community members create 
and provide additional reading opportunities for 
children where they areÐin restaurants and coffee 
shops, parks and play-streets, laundromats, hair and 
nail salons, clinics and health centers, supermarkets, 
apartment building lobbies, homeless shelters, banks, 
stoops, senior citizens centers, libraries, stores, and 
more than 100 schools throughout New York City and 
the communities of Hudson and Mt. Vernon, New 
York.

In the 2006-2007 program year, LINC and its partners 
created 178 reading partner programs and 118 literacy 
events, providing 71,000 hours of additional reading 
time for young children.

LINC TEEN TUTOR READING PARTNER PROGRAM SETS RECORDS

LINC SUMMER PROGRAMS IN THE COMMUNITY

L INC Coordinators work in 21 Community 
Literacy Networks (CLNs) to expand reading 
opportunities for young children. Here we 

highlight recent examples of literacy programming in 
two of our CLNS.
 

PARK SLOPE /SUNSET PARK, BROOKLYN
LINC works with 16 public schools and 34 community 
partners to bring about more out-of-classroom reading 
time and family involvement.

Two workshops for parents of children in summer 
school at PS 124/PS 15 in Sunset Park featured a 
programªBefore, During, and After a Trip.º Parents 
learned ways to build their children's language skills 
when preparing for, experiencing, and remembering an 
excursionÐwhether to the local grocery story or across 
the country. 

A ªMommy and Meº program at the Sunset Park 
Recreation Center playground gathered parents and 
children on Friday mornings for outdoor literacy 
activities. LINC gave participants free books and 
pencils, and children who read ® ve books received a free 
McDonald's meal coupon donated by the restaurant.

HUDSON, NEW YORK ! e Hudson Community 
Literacy Network meets the first Thursday of every 
month to help plan new reading activities and to 
network with community members.

Senior residents from Providence Hall hosted children 
from Bliss Towers in a buddy reading program every 
! u rsday. Children who answered word game puzzles 
correctly won ªhitsº on a special pi#ata created by the 
seniors.   

In July and August, a reading series at the Hudson 
Courthouse Gazebo brought children from area day 
care centers and school summer camps together for 
buddy reading, storytime, and literacy games, with 
guest readers from Hudson Even Start, the Mental 
Health Association, and other network partners. 

The Whole Parent Support Group of the Mental 
Health Association of Columbia-Greene Counties 
meets weekly at Bliss Towers, holding a reading corner 
for children of the support group's parent participants. 
! e  Cornell Cooperative Extension o" ered a cooking 
program, where parents and children read ingredients 
and recipes together.

I n a year of many ªfirsts,º LINC's Teen Tutor 
Reading Partner Program reached more students 
between September 1, 2006 and August 31, 2007 

than in any prior year. This distinct and important 
component of LINC's community literacy work 
enabled 1,322 teenagers to tutor 1,596 younger 
students, providing 19,457 hours of additional reading 
and writing practice for elementary school students. 

! e  Teen Tutor program, one of the largest cross-age 
tutoring programs in New York City, pairs middle and 
high school students with elementary school students 
for hour long one-on-one reading sessions at least once 
a week. 

Last year's 70 Teen Tutor programs in New York City's 
five boroughs and Hudson, New York represent a 
40% increase from the last year. A record-number of 
teenagersÐ45% more than last yearÐparticipated, 
increasing tutorial hours provided by 40%.

LINC achieved these notable increases by training LINC 
Coordinators to supervise the programs, extending the 

reach of LINC Teen Tutor program sta" . With this 
increased sta"  presence, LINC was able to o" er the 
program to more schools. Also for the ® rst time, LINC 
developed summertime Teen Tutor partnerships with 
the YMCA of Park Slope and Moshulu Monte® ore in 
the Bronx and Brooklyn, and extended the program 
to faith-based and afterschool sites, working with ! e 
Greater Zion Hill Community Baptist Church of 
Harlem and the BELL (Building Educated Leaders for 
Life) Program in the 
Bronx.   

Demand for  the 
program continues 
to grow. To explore

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T en years 
a g o  I 
left the 

business world 
to see if I could 
be an effect ive 
leader of a not-for-
pro® t organization 

whose work I cared about deeply. Mimi 
Lieber's approach to advancing early 
l iteracy using the community's own 
resources excited me at the time, and 
has since given me a profound awareness 
of the ways in which communities are 
incredibly resource-rich. I wish everyone 
could share in the opportunities I've had 
to witness; powerful and positive changes 
take place when people and organizations 
in communities are mobilized to work 
together on behalf of their children. 

I'm proud of the reputation LINC has 
built of being a helpful resource to schools 
and organizations in the communities in 
which we work. I'm proud of the outreach 
methods we've developed for meeting 
parents where they are and helping them 
to enable their children to become strong 
readers. I'm proud of our model for hiring 

sta"  who come from LINC communities, 
and that this has proven to be such an 
effective approach. The mutual respect 
and congeniality of the diverse LINC sta"  
inspired me every day.

I'm proud, too, of the con® dence which 
so many individuals, corporations and 
foundations have shown in supporting 
LINC's work. We could not have survived 
without their vision and dedication.

One of my long-term goals at LINC was 
to put in place a system of outcomes 
evaluation and management. Over the past 
two years we have made enormous progress 
toward this goal, and I am con® dent that 
our vital work will be well documented, 
properly valued, and constantly improved. 
! e  LINC Board of Directors has shown, in 
this and in all areas, tremendous leadership 
and commitment. I am most fortunate 
to have had such a strong and supportive 
Board partnership over these years.
